BUCKLE OPTIONS: 
Any Shooter awarded $100 per event or above has the option of a custom 
buckle in lieu of money for that event.  Any earned money above the $100 
per buckle cost will still be awarded to the shooter.  Buckle delivery will be 
4-6 weeks after the event. 
 
PRE-REGISTRATION AND DEPOSITS

Pre-registration is required for this event. 
 
ONSITE CHECK IN AND FINAL REGISTRATION  
Check in and Registration at the club will begin Thursday from 3:00 pm to 
5:00 pm, and Friday, Saturday and Sunday mornings at 7:30am.  
 
SHOOTER CLASSIFICATION                                                             
NSSA rules will be followed. It is the SHOOTERS sole responsibility to 
ensure that their classifications are accurate during registration.  
 
REFUNDS AND EVENT ENTRIES  
Deposits will not be refunded after July 1, 2026.  No refunds of any event 
entry fees will be made once the event has started. “No Show – No 
Notification” will forfeit all event money. Emergency situations will be 
considered on a case-by-case basis.  
 
SHOOTING TIMES  
Each squad is limited to 1 hour and 30 minutes (1 hour, 15 minutes for 
Doubles).  All squads must report to their assigned fields at least 15 
minutes prior to their scheduled event time. Start early if possible. No event 
will be shot out of rotation; no shooter will be allowed to shoot back-to-back 
times. 
  
AWARDS AND PAYOUTS  
Winnings will be paid by check within two weeks after the shoot.  Buckles 
will be shipped 5-6 weeks after the shoot 
 
SHOOT INFORMATION  
Practice fields will be available at the club. We will do our best to provide 
ammo but it is not guaranteed.  NSSA rules apply to this shoot. Stockton 
Trap & Skeet reserves the right to modify this program without recourse or 
protest. Notices of any changes will be posted. The shoot scoreboard is for 
shooter information only. Official scores and winners will be maintained on 
the shoot computer. A Protest Committee will be appointed and NSSA 
protest rules apply. Participants and spectators recognize the exposure to 
potential injury associated with shotgun sports and assume all risks of 
accidents while attending this tournament.                                                  
*A referee/maintenance fee of $4.00 a shooter per event (1-5) will be 
charged at registration.  
  
Ear and eye protection is mandatory for all shooters. 
 
SHOOT-OFF POLICY 
All shoot-offs will be Doubles at station 3, 4, & 5, miss and out by station. 
Concurrent events will be shot-off concurrently whenever possible. Team 
events will be shot-off separately. Shoot-offs will be announced with no less 
than a five-minute call.  Any shooter missing his or her shoot-off is 
considered a “No-Show” and forfeits any winnings.

Ammo for Out of State Shooters 
Ammo will not be a problem 

 
Stockton Trap and Skeet Club (STSC) will do their best to have ammunition available.  Pre-Ordered ammo 
will be guaranteed so please order ahead of time.  Practice ammunition most likely will be available for 
purchase at the club during the shoot.  As usual, see Dena in the clubhouse. 

Shoot off ammo will be available to those who need it at the shoot and can be purchased at that time. 

To Preorder Ammo, contact Brad Erickson (email only please for record keeping) 
Stocktonskeet@gmail.com  Brad will confirm your order and send an email confirmation and bill. 

If you are driving into California: If you are not a California resident, California law allows you to drive into the 
state with whatever amount of ammo you need.  If you are flying, normal airline rules apply (usually 11 
pounds).  You cannot purchase ammo in a store, however you can purchase as much ammo as you need, 
onsite, at the club or preorder (recommended). 
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
